
      I stood holding a 50 shekel coupon in my hand, in awe of what God had 
just accomplished. Up until a few days ago, my desire to bless the Survivors 
with gift cards for groceries was just a ‘plan’.  I went to the ‘Mega”, the main 
grocery store here in Israel, and asked if I could purchase “coupons” for grocer-
ies.  They sent me to see the manager.  After the usual pleasantries, he ex-
plained these coupons are only given out once a year for Hanukah and normally 
sold for a minimum of 10,000 shekels ($2380).    

     Endeavoring not to flinch at the minimum I asked if it was possible to buy 
the coupons monthly and purchase only 3000 shekels ($714) at a time. 
 

     “What do you want them for?” he asked.   
 

     “I want to give them to elderly people in this town who are poor.”   My reply 
brought an immediate change in his expression.   
 

    “Really?  That is very nice!  Let me make a phone call to the main office.”   
After hanging up, he informed me they would be willing to do this for us. 
 

     I was very pleased to make this deal and was ready to leave the office.  But 
the Lord wasn’t finished yet.  The manager then offered to give us a 10% dis-
count.  If we needed 3000 shekels in coupons, we could pay only 2700 shek-
els—would that be okay?  I was very happy to say “Yes!”  God is so very good!    
 

     We are virtually stepping out in faith that we will have $643 (after 10% off) 
each and every month to supply these food coupons to the   (cont’d page 3)

     She has been writing to and praying for Rela for over a year.  All this time her 
Holocaust Survivor has been simply a name, a devastating story and a picture.  
Now, Nancy had come to Israel on a tour and Rela was about to become a reality. 
 

     I watched as Nancy and Rela met for the first time.  They both had been anx-
iously awaiting the moment and neither was disappointed.  Rela was ecstatic—
commenting on how beautiful Nancy looked, embracing her over and over again.  
She referred to Nancy as her ‘daughter’ as she only has sons now.  During the 
Holocaust Rela had witnessed the murder of her daughters from the confines of a 
box car.  But now she considered Nancy as restoration of lost children. 
 

     We sat with our translator, and a visiting pastor, sharing coffee and cookies.  In 
between questions to probe each other’s lives, Rela would reach out and touch 
Nancy’s cheek.  She was so pleased to have her adoptive contact visit her—and

Does 
your work, your daily activities and your investment of time reflect the Heart of 
God?

      Rela’s time is short too.  She is 92 years old and in fragile health.  We want very much for her to know her 
Jewish Messiah and pray for her often.   Those in her area visit her often, concerned for her daily needs and 
her health. 
 

     On leaving that day, Rela and Nancy had difficulty letting each other go.  Neither knows if they will see 
one another again.  But if we pray and believe God will call Rela to Him, we will all be able to see her in 
Paradise. 
 

     The latest numbers released in Israel tell us there are now 300,000 Holocaust Survivors in Israel.  Some of 
them are among the oldest people on earth.  Their time is running out.  Will you please help us pray for them?  
God grieves for them as they suffer from their past.   
 

Let’s pray for their future with their Messiah.
