No more walking many kilometers carrying groceries!ò   
 

   Her hands flew to her face, her eyes wide, she said, ñOy!! For me? Oy!!  Oh, my dear, I can hardly believe 

it!  I dreamed of receiving a tricycle some day, but never really expected it!  How can this be?!  Oy!!ò 
 

   Maria now has her tricycle, a bright blue with a basket behind, a headlight and a helmet.   We purchased 

two strong bike chains as theft is prevalent here.  We would appreciate your prayers for protection over her 

and her new óvehicleô as she rides around town, carrying out her errands of mercy for her own people.
