    The seven Words of Yeshua, spoken from His position on the cross; a dialog between Yeshua and a      

Holocaust Survivor responding to His Words.  As a sculpture, it is original and strong.  As a spiritual state-

ment, it is one of the most powerful we have seen.  As a drawing force, it has supernatural strength. 
 

     During the last week of March a group of our Holocaust Survivors visited ñThe Fountain of Tearsò to learn 

what those seven Words are and what connection they have with the Holocaust Survivors.  Russian and He-

brew translation, transportation & arrangement/assistance were provided by friends and Volunteers.  Rick and 

Dafna gave of their time and heart to bless our sweet Survivors. We are pleased to see God weaving us        

together for His infinite Purpose and Plan.  Please pray for these Survivors to personally hear their Messiah.

      Katzir Asher (Harvest of Asher) will be celebrating their 3rd anniversary on May 2, 2008.  For almost 

three years they have been meeting in a house in Akko, filling the building with prayer, praise and worship.  

Now, their building almost complete, they expect to be exiting the house they have outgrown and begin a new 

year in their new building.  The house they are leaving is our house, Beit Shalom (House of Peace). 
 

     For the last year we have been privileged to share this facility with the congregation, watching as the con-

gregation grew larger and noticing the increase of anointing in the House.  We have also been renovating Beit 

Shalom, preparing for an increasing number of guests.   
 

§ August, 2007, the Shalom and Fields of Grace bedrooms were prepared.   

§ January, 2008,  preparation was begun on the Oil of Gladness and Rose of Sharon bedrooms.   

§ March, 2008, we are completing the Oil of Gladness Bedroom & continue to prepare Rose of Sharon.   

§ The master bedroom for the House Managers has been prepared.  

§ The Loaves & Fishes Kitchen is being stocked. 
 

     It sounds so simpleï not really telling of a washing machine leaking, buying a new stove (in Hebrew!),   

arranging for gas hook-up, purchasing furniture, repairing walls, faucets, struggles with the internet, learning 

to pay bills without knowing the language, returning a purchase, painting crooked wallsé 
 

     It also does not tell of the camaraderie of volunteers while working side-by-side, songs that burst forth from 

the pure joy of being in the House, comfortable beds, helpful store clerks, watching the sunset on the          

Mediterranean Sea, visiting Jerusalem or the warm breeze from the highest hill in Akko next to our House.

     Do you consider yourself to have discernment?  Can you see Godôs plan in the 

midst of trouble and strife?   King David did when Shimei (II Sam. 16:5-13) was 

cursing him and throwing stones.  Shimei could have been killed for his actions 

but King David did nothing.  He knew the Lord told Shimei to do it.   
 

     If King David would have killed him, the future deliverance of the Jews would 

not have taken place with Queen Esther.  Why?  Mordecai, her cousin, was a    

descendent of Shimei (Esther 2:5&6).  Without King David hearing the voice of 

God, the time period of  Esther would have resulted in a Holocaust (Read book of 

Esther).  Ask for the Lord to speak to you & listen for His Voice of instruction!
