The blinding flash of lightning was immediately followed by the resounding 

boom of thunder—the vibration traveling through me as my face pressed against the 
window of my bedroom.  San Antonio was being treated to an immense thunderstorm.  I 
love watching storms.  In my childhood my family would stand on the porch amid 
drenching rain, crashing thunder and rips of lightning.  It was so exciting to see God’s 
power unleashed!  This time, though, the storm reminded me of what Y’shua gave up. 
 
“Who is like the Lord our God, the One who sits enthroned on high, 
who stoops down to look on the heavens and the earth?” (Psalms 113:4&5) 
 
 I suddenly had a tiny insight into what the Son of God gave up!  Try to imagine 
being a spirit- nothing ever goes wrong, you can be in the galaxies one second, standing 
under a shade tree or be in the molten center of the earth by simply desiring it to be so.  
You know all things and you ARE all things.  Whatever you speak comes into existence 
and is Truth. You have ultimate power at all times to create or destroy.  You also have 
children you have created and they are heading for the cliff overlooking Hell.

But God’s heart 
aches for these lonely people.  Just as God wants you to know Him as your Father, He 
wants them to know they are His.  He wants to tell them His Son, Y’shua, loved them 
enough to die for them.  He loves them enough to prepare a place in Heaven for eternity. 

 
So, what role do you play in this?   After all, you had nothing to do with the 

Holocaust!   No, you had nothing to do with the cause, but you can have everything to do 
with the final effect.  You can bring those suffering emotional pain, a mental madness, by 
your prayers, your monthly support or becoming their family.
