
The Longing… 
 I have a longing to share with you the feelings & passion within my heart.  Join me as I share my thoughts. 
 

 Over four years ago I came to Israel not knowing what to expect but certain it involved Holocaust Survi-
vors.  Like most people I was mentally unprepared for the reality of what God was about to do.  Pleased to be 
obedient to Godõs purpose I began to visit the Holocaust Survivors here in Israel, opening myself up to these   
precious people and embracing them as friends, heroes and family.  God gave me the desire to love & honor 
them,  giving back dignity forcefully taken from them long ago.  Finally realizing the Vision & enormity of this 
project I was grateful God brought others alongside to facilitate His work, revealing His vision to those He chose. 
 

The Vision Manifested... 
  On Monday morning the congregation who shared our House began moving to their own building.  The 
first items removed were the chairs for the service, immediately creating a large space in the front room.  Within 
two hours, a truck arrived and filled that space with 310 comforters for the Survivors! Our first guest came 12 
hours later In one day  prophecy was fulfilled that this House would be used by DHI to bring Humanitarian Aid to 

Holocaust  Survivors and bless Volunteers/Guests coming to Israel!  Praise the Lord for Godôs Vision come to life! 
 

 The walls and foundation of this House have been soaked with prayer, praise & worship for the last three 
years as the congregation met here and grew in numbers and faith.  People from around the world have visited 
Katzir Asher- a precedent which was begun & Beit Shalom Hospitality House now continues.  In the first three 
days in full operation our guests came from America, Israel and Denmark.  In the next two weeks will be visitors 
from New Zealand, Norway and Australia.  Whispered comments on the sweet spirit, the peaceful atmosphere 
and the restful sleep received, confirm the Holy Spirit is at work!  Across from the House is the Akko Tel.  My 
desire is that you come see the breathtaking view of the Mediterranean Sea; watch the sun set and pray over Israel!  
 

The Compassion... 
 As the truck began unloading the donated comforters, I was overwhelmed with gratitude.  What beautiful 
gifts for our Survivorsð just in time for Pesach!  Through individual deliveries, we discovered they replaced old 
and torn blankets brought from the Ukraine & Russia many years before.  Soon after I received a tearful phone 
call from a Survivor desperately trying to say òThank you!ó with a combination of Russian and broken Hebrew & 
English.  Listening to her struggle to express her extreme joy, my heart overflowed with the love and compassion 
of Yõshua.  How I wept when I hung up the phone and still do whenever I think of it!  To find such pleasure in 
the simple gift of a new comforter was humbling and filled with the sound of Godõs Voice.  He loves these      
precious people so very much!  After all their suffering in the Holocaust God is calling them to Himself.  What a 
privilege to be part of Godõs revelation to those for whom even Godõs heart weeps.   
 

The Pain… 
 Ludmillaõs hands shook while telling of surviving three concentration camps and a ghetto, losing 82 mem-
bers of her family.  She served us tea and apologized for not  telling us her entire Holocaust experience as òI can-
not sleep for many nights after speaking about it.ó  We reassured her it was not necessary- we were pleased to visit 
her whether or not she recounted her memories.   When Survivors do share their experiences, with tears, express-
ing guilt of surviving while family members perished- it does not end there with those who visit.  The accounts are 
now lodged in our  memories and their sadness becomes our own.  After returning to our homes we have the op-
tion to pray and give it to the Lord, but for the Survivors, their recurring nightmares remain their own. (see page 2)

The Joy… 
 òThe secret things belong to the Lord our God, but the things revealed belong to us and to our children foreveréó Deut. 29:29 
 

 Just as He promised us, God is revealing Himself to His People.  After over four years of prayer and visita-
tion, Holocaust Survivors in various cities are spontaneously asking us to help them understand forgiveness.  They 
are seeking forgiveness with neighbors, family, God and those who perpetrated such horrors upon them over sixty 
years ago.  We are answering those questions and helping them begin the healing process, sharing with them how 
much God loves them!  I am overwhelmed with gratitude to God to see this happening and have a great desire to 
see each Survivor find rest and peace in the arms of their Messiah; but I know it must come from Him.  We freely 
give them the love of Yõshua and praise the Lord that Adonai brings them revelation of Himself! 
 

The Expectation… 
 When we begin our visitation in a new area, generally we have only a few Survivors that open their homes 
to us.  We wait for Godõs timing of whom we are to see, whether it is two or two hundred.  But good news travels 
fast!  As we begin to visit, bringing small gifts supplied through gracious donations, and lots of smiles & hugs, the 
neighboring Survivors begin to ask questions and tentatively invite us in.  What a wonderful testimony to the love 
of Yõshua that we are welcomed into their homes and hearts! (John 13:20) They look for us with expectationé  
 

We also come with expectations... that God will speak to their hearts and for people around the world to 
embrace our lonely Survivors and reach out to them through DHI.  Each time I visit a Survivor, I want so very 
much to give them all that they need! But I canõt do it by myself.  God has designed us to need one another- and 
we desperately need the encouragement, the prayer, the physical helping hands and the monetary donations to 
meet the needs of so many.  Time is not kind to our people and we must help them nowé before it is too late. 

 

The Anxiety… 
 Being the director of an organization has many aspects to it.  One, of course, is all responsibility belongs to 
you, no matter what.  Along with it come burdens that become quite heavy.  Being human, like everyone else, I 
sometimes shoulder things that should be given to the Lord.  Hence, some days are difficult while others I can 
clearly see the grace of God in all He does. 
 

 I do want to share one aspect which is in my thoughts every moment of the day and night.  It is Beit Sha-
lom, our Hospitality House here in Akko.  As I sit here writing, watching the branches of the ficus tree outside the 
window sway in the breeze against the brilliant blue sky, the peace of the House is evident.  But my heart is anx-
ious as I wait on the Lord.  Like Habakkuk we have determined to stand and wait to see what His answer will be.  
What are our questions?  “Who will it be that God calls to join us in purchasing this House and when will 
they come?”  We have already seen how God began using it for ministry from the day we signed the rental con-
tract.  He showed His hand when Humanitarian Aid arrived the moment we began to take possession.   (next page)

The landlord is ready to sell and we must do so by June 15th. or it will 
be sold to others.  I am wondering whom the Lord to will call to continue what He has begun.   
 

The Thankfulness… 
 Over the last four years I have seen Godõs Hand in more events than I can remember.  He has performed  
healings, lifted depression, brought salvation, Divine Appointments, last minute finances, shared His Vision, 
brought trained people to help, given supernatural provision and filled the DHI staff with purpose  
and wisdom.  I am grateful to the Almighty God for allowing me to be a part of His reaching out to the oldest 
people on earth, those chosen to suffer through, to be a Survivor, of the worst time in human history.  What a 
great blessing to be a part of lifting the sadness, òbinding up the brokenhearted, proclaiming freedom for the cap-
tives and releasing the prisoners from darknesséó (Isaiah 61:1);  I feel a gratitude I cannot express.  
 

 I am so very thankful for each one of you who has held us up in prayer, invested yourself in our work, 
supported us monetarily and faithfully shared our purpose with others.  It is YOUR sacrifice that brings joy and 
new life to the Holocaust Survivors.  I thank the Lord for you daily and want to share my time and vision with 
you.
